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ASSIGNMENT:  Foil Relief Sculpture

GRADE:  8

CURRICULUM EXPECTATION:

· produce three-dimensional works of art that communicate a variety of ideas for specific purposes and to specific audiences, using a variety of art forms

· use tools, materials and techniques correctly, selecting those that are appropriate for the size, scope and intent of the work

LESSON PLAN:

Culminating Task:  Students will complete a relief illustration out of foil.

1.  Students will draw a rough copy of their design and tape it to their same-sized piece of foil.

2.  Using a pen and with newspaper padding underneath their work, students will trace over their sketch creating an impression.

3.  Students will use utensils such as pencils, plastic marker lids and styli to push out areas of the foil.  They can flip it over periodically, working back to front to create relief.

4.  Students should aim to have patterning in their work (eg. stippling, polka dots, hatching) for maximum effectiveness.
