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ASSIGNMENT:  Graffiti Drawing

GRADE:  8

CURRICULUM EXPECTATION:

· produce two-dimensional works of art that communicate a variety of ideas for specific purposes and to specific audiences, using a variety of art forms

· organize their art works to create a specific effect, using at least two of the principles of design specified for this grade

LESSON PLAN:

Culminating Task:  Students will complete a tag of their name in graffiti-style lettering. 

1.  Students watch the film, “Drawing the Line: Keith Haring,” which discusses how graffiti got its start, its objectives and issues surrounding vandalism.

2.  Using the Tips & Tricks page, students complete the graffiti booklet (see downloads) which focuses on one or two elements of graffiti art at a time: 


a. line, shape, motif   


b. colour, patterning


c. overlapping, movement

3.  Students will follow the Tips & Tricks to design a tag of their own name.  Good copies will be coloured in with marker, cut out and pasted onto brick background paper.

4.  An alternate to the in-classroom version of this assignment is to have students go outside and complete their tag on the tarmac in chalk.
