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ASSIGNMENT:  Portfolio

GRADE:  8

CURRICULUM EXPECTATION:

· produce two-dimensional works of art that communicate a variety of ideas for specific purposes and to specific audiences, using a variety of art forms

· define the principles of design (emphasis, balance, rhythm, unity, variety, proportion), and use them in ways appropriate for this grade when producing and responding to works of art

LESSON PLAN:

Culminating Task:  Students will complete a name design to decorate their art portfolio.

Version 1

1.  Students draw their name in bubble/ thick letters, making sure all the letters touch each other in some way.

2.  Decorate each letter in a different pattern, trying to be as unique as possible.

3.  Outline the letters with a black marker.  Cut out and glue onto the Bristol board portfolio.

Version 2

1.  Students design their name using positive/ negative space.

2.  Using cut and paste and a two-tone colour scheme, students assemble their design onto the front of their portfolio.

Version 3

1.  Students draw their name in bubble/ thick letters directly onto the portfolio.

2.  Outline the letters with a black marker.  Decorate inside each letter with the same black marker.  Use positive/ negative space to create a doodle art style. Try to be as unique as possible.
