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ASSIGNMENT:  Stenciling

GRADE:  8

CURRICULUM EXPECTATION:

· produce two-dimensional works of art that communicate a variety of ideas for specific purposes and to specific audiences, using a variety of art forms

· organize their art works to create a specific effect, using at least two of the principles of design specified for this grade

LESSON PLAN:

Culminating Task:  Students will complete a painting from their own handmade stencil. 

1.  Discuss the use of stencils in society, specifically in reference to graffiti and hallowe’en (jack-o-lanterns).

2.  Draw a rough copy design using positive/ negative space onto bristol board.  Colour in any shapes that are intended to be cut away.  Ensure that the shapes within won’t all fall out!

3.  Cut carefully with an x-acto knife.

4.  Place the stencil onto paper.  Blot paint on paper toweling before using.  With a dry brush technique, use an up and down motion with the brush to apply paint over the stencil and in the spaces in between.

5.  Repeat this process, attempting to achieve a sense of rhythm, patterning or movement in the final outcome of the overall piece.
