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ASSIGNMENT:  Surrealism Illustration

GRADE:  8

CURRICULUM EXPECTATION:

· produce two-dimensional works of art that communicate a variety of ideas for specific purposes and to specific audiences, using a variety of art forms

· explain how an artist has used the expressive qualities of the elements and principles of design to affect the viewer, and support their analyses with evidence from the work

· explain their preference for specific art works, with reference to the artist’s use of the principles of design and their understanding of the ideas and feelings expressed in the work

LESSON PLAN:

Culminating Task:  Students will complete an illustration of hands in surrealism style.

1.  Practice contour, blind contour and focused drawing of hands.  Practice many times.

2.  Define surrealism for students as realistic looking things, used in a completely unrealistic way.  Use cut and paste from many different magazine clippings to create a surrealism collage (pre-activity).

3.  Research artists such as Rene Magritte and Salvador Dali.  Compare and contrast the artists’ approach to surrealism (i.e. Magritte is light-hearted; Dali is disturbed).

3.  As a method of brainstorming ideas, discuss strange dreams and implausible juxtapositions.

4.  Produce rough copy ideas for the illustration.  All must incorporate a hand (or two) in some way.  Choose the best.

5.  Good copy illustrations must be fully coloured in pencil crayon.  Blend colours to make them look ultra-realistic.
