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ASSIGNMENT:  Scratch Art

GRADE:  7

CURRICULUM EXPECTATION:

· produce two-dimensional works of art that communicate a variety of ideas for specific purposes and to specific audiences, using a variety of art forms

· define the principles of design (emphasis, balance, rhythm, unity, variety, proportion), and use them in ways appropriate for this grade when producing and responding to works of art

· use the appropriate tools, materials and techniques correctly, selecting those that will create the desired effect
LESSON PLAN:

Culminating Task:  Students will complete a drawing using positive/ negative space and patterning on scratch art paper.

1.  Students will do a rough copy on newsprint of their designs.  Designs may be linked to another area of the curriculum (e.g. Native Studies).

2.  Using a wooden stylus, students will scratch through the black surface to reveal the colour underneath.  Students should use patterning and be aware of creating a sense of balance between both positive and negative spaces.
